An auntoeratic poli-
tical system would be sub-
stituted for the freedom
which is the very essence of
the British Empire, and
for a time many of the
ideals that we most c¢herish
would die or struggle
feebly for life in strange
and uncongenial ground.

Perbaps it is not much
that Canada can do to as-
sist the Mother Country, if
bonor and duty require her
to join with her allies.
What we can do we must
do, whatever that may in-
volve in men or money. We
arc upon the edge of an
emergency from which we
cannot escape, and we must
so bear ourselves as to re-
tain our own self-respect
and stand worthily with
the British people through-
out the King’s dominions.
