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First Lot of Austrians .
to Sail To-morrow

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Montreal, July 30.—The Gérman
steamer Wilishad, now in port from
Rotterdam and Antwerp,  will carry
back to Europe the first batch of
Austrians to sall from Montreal for
the seat of war., When the vessel
clears from this port 8aturday or
Sunday morning there will be at least
two hundred of the local Austrians on
board. Five thousand Austrians in
Montreal are supposed to answer the
call of their Sovereign, for they are in
the first and second reservist divi-
sions. Quite a number of the colony
have become British subjects and are
exempt from military service in the
conflilct. :

Austrian labor agencies are crowd-
ed to-day. On the door ,of each
agency is posted in a conspicuous
place the order from the local Consul
requiring the first reservista to leave
tfor home at once.

Although
the minimum wage here is suid to be
the lowest in Canada, the bopsges re-
mained firm throughout, and also re-
fused to recognize the union. Scores
of non-union = carpenturs nave been
brought into the city, and many of
the union men now find themselves out
of work. It is figured thai the strike
has cost the union over $1¢,000, apart
