Brantford, July 3I.—Precautionary
measures are bheing taken by Austria-
Hungary in regard to mobilization of
Austrians resident in Canada. David
Katz, 31 Pearl street, i8 in recelpt
of a communication from the Austri-
an-Hungarian Consul at Montreal ap-
pointing him the local representative,
and requesting ail  Austrians and
Hungariang here, numbering one
thousand, to remain during the pre-
sent crisis in thelr present residence,
the object bheilng to make possible a
hurried rally of a Canadlan contingent
to leave for the front if the condi-
tions in Europe so demand.

Mr. Katz stated tast night that the
local Austrians were prepared and
willing to go to fight for their father-
land, and would leave at short notice
for the front.
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
