Aug. 7.-—There is troubie
in store for German officers or reserv-'
fsts In Canada who attempt to leave
for the fatherland to fght  against
Great Britain, 1n accordance within
structions from the tmperial author-
ities all such wh ure found attempt-
ing to leave Canuda for the purpose
will he summartly arrested and de-
tained. Orders have heen given to the
authorifies at all occan ports and at
atl border towns and cities to have
this uctlon taken, and it i8 expected
that numerous arrésts will follow the

orders.

For the pust weerk hundreds of re-
kervists have heen collecting  from
vutside points in the centres of rall-
way transportation, winence they have
taken passage to the Atlantic  sea-
ports with the lntention of shipping
home, These men iare now avowed
enemies nf Great Britain, and as such
are not to he allowed Lo leave for the
scence of war. They are ulso cnemies
of Canada, and ax such are no longey
entitled . to the frecdom enjoyed - by
peaceable and lny:n)_lnhabnunls uf the
Dominion. They will therefore either
have to stay quietly and peaceably in
Canada or become prisoners of war.

The order does not yet apply tn
Austrian reservists, but it js expected
that it will be widened to include
these also.

Germans or Austrians  who attend
strictly to thely voeations as (funadian
restdents will not he molested, “unless
they engage in esplonage or any hos-
tile act or attempt, or uniess they en-
deavor to give information or aid to
the enemy, or otherwlse contravene
the law, order in Council or proclam.
atlon.”
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
