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SHELLING OF ANTIVARI
AN OFFENCE T0 ITALY

AUSTRIAN CRUISERS HAVE LEFT
IN T'HIS DIRECTION OF
CATFARO,

(Canadlan Press Despatch.)

Paris, Aug. 10.—A special despatch
from Rome declares that public opin-
fon there cons!ders the hombardment
of Antivari, the sole port of Monte-
negro, as an offence by  Austiria
against the interests and rights of
Itallans, because of dumuge done to
the property of the Italian Company
at that port.

After the Austriun cruisers had
bombarded Antivari, Montenegro,
damaging the wireless station and the
electrical works, they directed their
fire to the ndjacent hills, in which
many Montenegring from the town
had sought refuge.

These refugees returned the fire,
whereupon the cruisers redoubled
their attack upon the town and its
suburbs, destroying  many  houses.
One cruiser then entered the port,
and resuming the bambardment, de-
stroved the maritime statlon and
storehouses. The warships then salil-
ed in the direction of Cattaro, Aus-
tria.
