Those at the police station do not
realize their predicament. They do
not understand that by purchasing
tickets on the Grand Trunk, to con-
nect with New York sailings, they
placed themselvs in the hands of
their cnemy by entering Canada. One
of the reservists stated that his home
In the old country had been burned
down, and that his wife and chil-
dren were homeless. K
