 Mr. Michael Basso occupicd the
chair and was supported by My, 11,
Corti, editor of L.a Tribuna Canadiana,
the Toronto ltaliun wecekly news-
paper. These two gentlemen address-
ed the meeting in their native lun-
¥uage, Mr, Corti said it would not
ldo for Germany to win; thut they, as
Italtans, dwelt in a country that was
free from cxcessive militarism, and if
Germany and Austria won it would
mean that even Haly would come un-
der her German despotisim.

Want to Raise Regiment,

Mr. Basso said he had no hesitation
in saying that Italions were pro-Brit-
ish in every way., ‘They all reallzed
and appreciated the frecdom they en-
joved under the British Nag. He fur-
ther stuted they  would  have no
trouble in ralsing a regiment of Ttul-
Jans in [Toronto to go and fight faov
Mritain agatnst Germany. AMany of his
‘follu\\‘<('uuntr}'nmn Nad asked him it
that were possible. Some of them
would have offered themselves to the
military authorities bhut for the ditfi-
culty of langunage.  Bul, shonld it be
heeessiry, the Ttalians of Toronto may
f‘\'ot send a repiment to Kurope. In the
meantime they were taking the pres-
ent opportunity of showing their re-
spect and sympathy with Britatn, who
was fighting against_z_tyrannical rul-
‘;vr. Nalians in Toronto had waited to
see what part Italy would take in the
‘ontlict, and if she had joined the al-
lies their tivst duty was to their homae-
land, buat pow it was their duly to
support Great Brlw!x.
