Ambassador Page in London, and is
preparatory to arranging an actual
exchunge of prisoners. The first lists
passed through the American Em-
bassy te-day. Up to the present time
these. exchanges have been arranged
only for women and children and
‘men over 55 years or.less than 18
,Years old, or physically disabled.
