plan of the German invasion of
France has been thoroughly foiled,
we must sup the French Army
eweeping everything before it.

When Panic Threatens.

With both France and Russia
threatening the German capital,
apd her sea commerce totally. para-
lyzed by the operations of our
Fleet, the German armies must con-
tinue to give battle under the most
disheartening conditions which pre-
olude the idea of any viotory of
sufficient importance to retrieve the
cawmpaign.

- with-panic will come dllllluuowment
and a terrific revulsion of feeling.

The German people, who for years
bave been taught that German arms
were invincible, will feel that they
bave been e the catspaw of an
unscrupulous set of gamblers.

If history -téaches us any lesson at
all, it is that, if a victorious emper-
or can ask nothing too much of his
subjects, a defeated emperor mnlt
expect no mercy.

When Germany brought France
to her knees in 1870 they secured
as the price of peace a war indeni:
nity of £200,000,000, and the seces-
sion of the provinces of Alsace and|

rraine.

In their turn, the victorious
armies will demand a war indem-
nity not as large as they might wish,
because of the necessity for preserv-
ing Germany from going into bank-
ruptey, but still heavy enough to
cripple the Fatherland for years,
and, more important etill, will in-
st on huge territorial adjustments,
everything being done to remove
artificial frontiers between kindred
races.

Alsace and Lorraine.

It is a foregone conclusion that
Alsace-Lorraipe, which has always|
been a thorn in the side of Germany
and a source of weakness to her,
will be restored to France.
