Says Many Now Out of Work
Brought Here by Canadian |
Employment Agencies.

Yesterdny Royal Itallan Consuiar
Agent Willlami Grassi sent through
the mail to the city courcil a letter,
of which the following I8 a copy.
touching upori relicf for certain em-
ployees of local industries who are
dow out of work:

To the Mayor and Council,
Sault Ste. Maric, Ont.

Sirs,—A short time ago 1 had occa-
sions to write to the Mayor and to the
heads of the varlous companies and
charitable organizations in this city
with reference to the conditions pre.
vailing in the Itglian settlcment here.
Since that time these cdnditions hm»‘
become very much worse. ‘The small
savings of a large number of thexe |
people are entirely exhausted and,
large numbers of married men with
families are out of employment. T
know of many instances where women |
and children verge on starvation. The
Itallan people were brought to  this
country on represcntations made by
‘Cmmdum Employment Agencies as to
the® state of the labor market hore.
The country at thut timg was in need
of their services and they furnished a
class of-labor not ohtainable in Cana-
da. They have becn of very material
advantage in this country in the con-
struction of raflroads aud of magulac
turthg  plants. Now, that ecconomie
conditions have changed, they are por-
haps no longer required, but it secms
to me that the principles of Justice
and charity should be applied to their
case and that they should not be left
to starve. The pres:nt state of affairs
calls for Immediate relief. and I hope
that your douncil will see Its way
clear to take some action in this mat
ter.
