Rowens, the police allege, obtained
tickets to the United States for thirty
Austrians and accompanied them as
far as Niagara Fails on Tuesday even-
g, The men were stopped by the
immigration officialy, and when ques-
tioned regarding their nationality
stated that they were Roumanians.
To further inquiries the members of
it is alleged, admitted that
they were Austrians and had been told
by Rowens to say they were Rouman-
tans,

The immigration officers
from the Austrians the
man who I8 alleged to plloted
the party as far as the Falls, and at
once notified the Toronto police.
