Then he applied: for a’ Government
position. © He was givén a form to
fill out, and the detalls of his na-
tionality came to light officlally. He
was advised to surrender, and he
took the advice. : .
“My case is a peculiar one,” writes
ILisinger to a Toronto friend, "1
have been brought up among Eng-
llsh people and my sympathies are
with Britain in this war. 1 do not
speak German, and . just befors go-
ing to Canada I had taken .prelim-
inary steps towards obtaining letters
of naturalization.  Indeed, I had in-
‘tended adopting an English sur-
name.” .
