winter. With the exception of Quebec and
Baskatchewan., which have not yet definlield
replied. all the Provinclal Governments
have given assurances that they wiil b2
able to look after their own unemployed.

The largest amount of unemployment at
present seems to be in Montreal. where,
approximate 12,000 mepr are now cut of
work. Of these scme 2.000 Are Austrians,
more than 1,000 arc Italians, 1.009 are Ger
mans and 1,000 arc Poles. The investigat
ing officer reporis that the Austriuns and |
Polea are in dire nced, but the (ermans
appear to be getting along all right with
the belp of thelr more fortunate compat-
vota -, T8
