NEARLY A HUNDRED CONFINED
IN DUFFERIN RIFLES'
ARMORIES,

(Special Despatch to Tho Globe.)

Brantford, Nov. 10.—A la sufira-
gette, thirtv-six members of the nine-
ty-six Turks in the county jail as
military prisoners this morning went
on hunger-strike. They refused to
accept the bread offered to them,
which was Armenian bread. The pri-
soners were in very cramped quarters.
Theres were but twenty-four cells in
the county jail, with sixteen regular
inmates, so the corridors had to be
utilized to house the Turks, and they
had hardly enough room to lie down.
[t is expected that they will be taken
to Toronto or Kingston within a day
or two, and In the meantime they
were transferred to the Duflsrln!
Rifles’ Armories, a guard of thlrtyi
men being set.

The largest nuinber of prisoners
previously in the history of the jl((|
wus during the Fenian rald, when:
sixty-nix raiders were pilaced in jail,
unti] they could be taken to Toronto.
The reason given for the arrest of the
Turks was the reception of anony-
mous_threatening letters, suppocediy
from 'Turks, the new Government
bullding being the ohjective.

TWO MONTREAL BANDITS
IMPRISONED FOR LIFE

Montreal, Nov. 10.—Joseph Beau-
champ and Israel Bourret, two of the
bandits who shot and mortally
wounded Constable Honore Bourdon
and wounded Constable Guyon, who
attempted to capture them while they
were escaping in a sleigh after a bur-
glary on the Cote des Nelges road last
winter, were this morning sentenced
to lite imprisonment by Judge l.a-
vergne. Arthur Foucault, found
guilty of being an accomplice, was
given one vear in prison.

Alphonse Foucault, who was with
the gang who shot the officers, has
not yet been captured.
