The man In question, as he left
the office, threatened to do some-
think which would compel the pol-
ice to take him in charge, unless he
was able to get work very soon
(*1-do not know what wilbe done
with these people, unless the city
secures some place where we can
<end them when they are turned ont
of their homes" sald Mr. Coyell.
