Statistics of the United States Department of
Labor just fssued show & decreasing number of
people employed seven days a week in various
Industries, but they recall the disagreeable truth
that increasing labor ig still the lot of too many
American citizens. In the biast furnaces the pro-~
portion of seven-day workers declined from 97.2
per cent. in 1907 to 82 per cent. in 1912, and
during the same period the proportion of such
workers fell trom 24.1 to 14.9 at Bessemer con-
j verters, and.from 1.1 to 0.4 per cent. in bar miils.
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
