There are now considerably wmore
than a thousand German and Austei-
ans under military guard'at the vari-
ous detention points in Canada.

Their interests are
heing looked after by the United States
Consul-General, J. G. Foster, whe has
been acting at Ottawa for the Govern-
ments of Germany and Austria since
the outbreak of the war and the de-
parture of the German and Austriaa
Consuin  The Canadian Government
in co-operating with him in devising
‘measures for the proper custody and
care of the alien vietims of the war in
Canada.
