Baron Louis Anten  Veu  Horst
whose cviuzenship has been much in
question since the opening of the war,
19 atnong the prominent men held on
the Hoynl Edward, a ship formerly in
service between Bristol and Canadian
ports, which has been converted into
a prison ship. together with the lin-
crs Saxonla and lvernia.

Fach of the three prison ships here
has about S0 Germans on board.
Hanitary conditions are excellent  on
the ships, and it is not unlikely that
more vessels will be added to  the
prison fleet, as this means of caring
for Germans is especially satisfactory.

At Queen's Pervy, in Wales, un
unuged iron works been taken
over for the use of prisoners, and
several hundred men ibe quirtered in
the building. The establislhunent
overlooks the sea. and is surrounded
by several acres of land enclosed by
a4 high_board fence on three sgides,
The prisoners have o large ground
for footbutl and other sports.  Lack
of enployment is the great problem
in all the prison camps. Bad weather
makes sports impossible, and the
ey are unable to amuse themselves
satistactorily in their cramped quar-
ters. In many of the camps they
have learned to knit, and busy them-
selves making socks and neck scarfs.
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
