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The situation in the larger oentres
where there waa said to be much suf-
fering among destitute Austrians and
Germans seems to be very largely res
lieved nobw. Only some 1,500 men
have been Interned, although many
times that number have registered
and are reporting regularly. It s
probable, however, that before the
winter Is over many will be without
means of support and 'ﬂlpum
infernment camps. A
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
