Immediately I
ters were found he was turned over to
the military authorities and is now in




the guard room at Fort Osborne bar-
racks, The letters found on him stat:
ed that he was endeavoring to find a
way to go back to Germany to fight
for the kaiser, and if all else failed

e would enlist In a Canadian regi-
ment and got over that way.

Failing to report to the chief of
police as instructed, and having been
given every latitude, Curt Schoentelt,
a German clerk employed in the Bank
of Commerce in this city, was arrest:
ed yesterday and will be interned.
The military authorities fave expres-
sed their determination in this man-
ner 1o have the paroles upon which
German residents in this ity are be-
ing allowed thelr freedom kept. It
appears that in this partioular case
parole had been broken before and
the parole breaker warned. Apparent-
Iy not appreciating the leniency ex-
tended o him, he again failed to re-
port and will now be a prisoner for
the duration of the war.
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
