Ottawa, Jan, T7.—The thousand
.acres of Quebec farm land in the
Abitibl district, along “the Natlonil
Transcontinental, north of Montealm
county, which has been transferred to
the Federal Government by the Pro-
vince of Quebec, 18 to be cleared and
used as a detention farm for the Aus-
trian and German prisoners of war,
may become after the war a perman-
ent prison farm in connection with
the Canadlan penitentiary syston.

The Minister of Justice has in view
a system of. prison reform for peni-
tentlary convicts similor to that
adopted by the Ontarlo Government at
the Guelph Prison Farm, .

An additional thousand acres dd-
jolning the new Federal prison farm
ts also to be cleared for the Que-
bec Government as a model furm-by
the Austrian and German prisoners.
