There will be few prisoners {rom
Montreal for this camp at the start,
only about fifieen going. but a num-
ber from Kingston and other points
will be gathered together, so that by
the time the camp is started there
will be about 150 enemyv aliens read:
tn establish the settlement. Majior
Iate will leave this morning for
tCochrane, with a military guard and
such allen prisoners of war as are
avallable, and will collect the res: of
his charge en route. He will prob-
ably stay at the camp for a week.
arranzing for the care of the pri-_
soners, with the building of huts and
other accommodations for the offi-
cers, guards and prisoners While
the aliens are detained at the camp .
tiHey will be set to work clearing off |
the bash, and will be given an allow- |
ance for the work done. as well as .
