Some are men whoy
homeless, have {rightencd and an-
noyed law-abiding cltizens by in-
vading thelr premises and unlnl
thelr places for sleeping shelters. A
few ®re occasional thieves; but most
of them are honest men. The down-
and-ouls in whom there appears to
be any good left, arc handed over
to the Salvation Army, which at-
tempts to make the men =elf-sup-
porting Instead of burdens upon the
community.
Many Cases of Rescue.

On the average, Adjutant Tumner,
who is in charge of this work, takes
from the police court a man o day:
and in his short thrce months as
manager of the Salvation Army In-
dustrial Department rescued
over four score men from the hands
o? the police.
