ALIEN “FRIENDS” MAY SUE.

Non-hostile Gmns and Austrlams
Have ‘A¢céss to Courts.
(Canadlan Prass Despatch.)

Montréal, Jan. 22.—The right of a

German or Austrian resident to take
suit in the Canadian courts, if not re-
garded by -the law as an enemy to the
British Empire, has beén maintalried
by the Court of Appeals of the Pro-
vince of Quebec in the case of Angelo
Viola v. Mackenzle, Mann & Company,
for damages for injuries. Mr. Justice
Bruneau had declined to -admit the
right of Viola, who is an_Austrian, to
sue, as Viola was-an “alien enemy.”
Their Lordships of the higher court
hold that the plaintiff is not an alien
enemy, according to the proclamation
of the I\ngozn August 16, 1914, de-
fining the word “enemy.” Viola had
not shown any act of hostility, . hence
he was not to be regarded as an alien
enemy, .the Judges held.
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
