A commissioner designated. by the
department of justice will hear the
case. .If "he decides Von Horn 1s not
gullty of the offense with which he is
charged and orders him released, the
state department may not be called on
for any action; but if the commlission-
er holds that extradition should be
granted; an appeal will have to go to
e depurtmient. 5

The spplication for Von Horn's ex-
iraditlon is of a formal character. The
department probably will reply that it
will await the commissioner's decision
before passi.ig upon the terms of the
xtradition treaty.

At the German embassy it was atated
that, while there were somewhat simi-
lar names on the list of the German
army officers, there was no Wei
Von Horn on their list, although It
does not include retired officers of the
German army.
