and have at the end of three months
some money with which they could
cithgr purchase land for a home or use
[} er ways which appealed to them.
Seven huandred acres of this land
has already been-cieared-and placed
under crop.

The prisoners on the Guelph Farm
and in other institutions throughout
the. Province have shown a great in-
terest in the war and are anxious to
do their part to assist the Ewpire.
Already $3,000 worth of wool has been
purchased for use' in the public in-
stitutions and is being knit into cloth-
ing for the soldiers. In all 7,000 i
mates of varfous institutions, one half
of them women, are occupied in pat?
riotic work.
