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.GLAUBITZ RELNSTATED.

Charge Agninst Him Never Came to
. 'l‘rlal Controllers Restore Him.
(Cunndlnn Press Despatch.)

London, Ont, Feb. 10.—Generul
Manager Henry J. Glaubitz of the
Utilities Commission was to-day re-
instated in his position, which he
vacated several weeks ago. Glaub-
itz was made an issuc of the muni-
cipal elections- in January. Those
opposing his holding of the position
on the ground of his German birth
and alleged pro-German sympathies
were elected by great majorities.
