The proposal
is to construct a good road from Mor- |
risburg to Ottawa to be called the
Whitney Memorial road, In memory
of the late premler of Ontario, whose
home was at Morrisburg. Dundas
residents have been thinking of build-
ing a museum in memory of the late
Conservative chieftain, but the new
proposal for the Whitney memorial
road Is meeting with widespread suj-
port. Ottawa motorists look with
favor on both projects, although most
of them would like to see the [I'res-
cott road proposition tackled first,
There cannot be too many good roads
in Eastern Ontario to suit the auto-
mobilists of the Ottawa district,

Meeting at Winchester.

Mr. J. Moffatt Ross, president of
the Ottawa Valley Motor (Car Assocl-
ation, attended the meeting at Win-
chester and was much impressed by
the enthuslasm for the Ottawa-Mor-
risburg road shown by the two hun-‘
dred men who crowded into the town
hall. Addresses were given by Irwin
Hilliard, M.L.A,, Reeve Fisher of
Winchester, Mr, J Moffutt Ross, and
others. Mr. O. D. Casselman of Ches-
terville, was appointed to take charge
of the propaganda in favor of the
construction of the road.

The road would be about 50 miles
in length and would run through a
splendid farming country—Gloucester
and Osgoode townships, and hetwu-en
Mountain and Winchester and \luulda
and Willlamsburg townships. Not 'u'nlif‘
would the road be a great boon to
motorists, but would be of inestim-
aAble value to the farmers, who, with
motor trucks, could run their produce
into Ottawa in a very short time, Ot-
tawa is not yvet committed to either
the Prescott or the Morrisburg road
project, and it will likely be a case
of the first come, first served. In
view of the memorial character of
the proposed Whitney road, it s



thought that the Ontario government
would vole an unusually handsome
krant and the Dominlon government
might also mwake a contribution, the
bialance of the cost being borne by
Ottawa, and the other municipalities
benefited by the road,
