fallen in the war.

“This war has demonstrated .the
exsential unity of democracies
throughout the world,” said Mr.

Hawkes upon rising to lead the allies
of democracy gathered -about him.

Mr. B. A. Gould's address was re-
ceived with great enthusiasm, espe-
clally ‘when he sald: ““We Americans
know that British lmperialism differs
from German Imperialism as daylight
from dark.”
