One of these
puts upon the shoulders of the Muni~
cipal Councils of the townships be-
tween the two cities the responsibility
for distributing ‘the cost of the work
apart from the set contribution esch
township makes. - The original biil
assessed the property-owners -directly
benefited by means of & frontage and
acreage tax. ‘The farmers taxed'op-
posed this, requesting a wider area
over which to spread the tax. The
committee’'s amendment puts the
whole thing in the ‘hands of - the
Munlcipal Councila. The Commission
will fix' the amount each township is
expected to raise. - o

The xclause providing for .mainten-
ancé fatter-wy poriod 'of twenty. . years
was struckiout. ‘Hamilton  protested.
agalnst-the two citles being . -respon-
sible for maintenance after that.per-
fod.’ The townships protested that.
they should escape If the citles did,
and the dispute was settled by strik-
ing out all referénce to the road after
twenty .years. The.proposal of the
Civic.- Guild . that the Commission
should: haye- the right -to make the
roadway .100 feet wide, lnstead of 66,
was turned down; but.Mr. McGarry’s
suggestion that .the Rallway Board
should have power to decide if widen-
Ing wos necessary was adopted.
