poor seed for the sake of raving a
few cents per bushel. o

In speaking of the production of
potatoes Mr. Farmer wpuld not sug.
gest any particular variety, being
unfamiliar with conditions ‘here, but
would advice the growing of same
as previous years. He demonstrateo
a test made by himself in planting
two acres of potatoes. One acre the
seed was taken from the cellar,”cul
and put in the groynd with a plant
er.  The other acre wuas- pianted
dropped in the ground by boys and
the seed was selected. Doth pat
received the same care all through
from cultivation of the soil "tai the
raising of the crop, ‘and. the . tesult
was .uat one thundred busheis ‘more
were obtained from the sclected seed
than from the unselected.  In con-
