The city council of winnipes inst
night by resolution moved by Ald.
Pigg and seconded by Ald. Shapson,
will memoriilze the Daminlon and
provincinl governnients to initiate
some sSteps toward the rellef of un-
employment Iln the country. 'T'he
motlon reads that councll Dbe in-
structed to bring Lo the attention of
the Dominlon and proviancial govern-
ments, the acute degree of unemploy-

aicnt now existing among @ lavrge
wortion of the peoble in Winnipeg
naind district, for the pulrpose of en-
Jisting the co-operation of the gov-
eroments in tinding somo means of
employnient.

This motien came as the result of
conslderable discussion on tho lnrge
pody of men who gmthiered outside
the city hail yesterday mornlng and
who remnained there for hours.

Ald. Rigg first of all tnquired
wwhother the hoard of control had
considered what could be done for
theso people. The mayor replied by
asking the alderman if he had con-
<idercd anything along thesc lines.
Ald. Rigeg replied that he had <on-
aidered many things but lie believed
that at jeast the eity conld bring be-
fore the wovernment tha existing
state of affalre. It was the federnl
and provinelal governments which
weore largely responsible and extra-
ordinary steps should he tuken to
sllevinte the ddistress existing.

City Glad to Help.

Mayor Wangh said the elty had
done all that 1t could do, and had
taken 1ts full share in looking after
the people, but If any schewne could
be devised the eliy would be only toc
wlad to nelp out. It was an eas)
matter to say something should be



done, but the dlfficult thing was 10
say what that something should be,

Ald. Fowler suggested that if there
wero many mechanies cmployment
could be found fer themn by enlisting
them in the corps of skilled workers
desired by the governinent In Ing-
Jund,

Ald. Rigg snld thnt not merely tho
laboring cluss, but the artlsan clags
also were affected greutly. That
there were in Winnipeg between four
and five thousand men affillated with
the bullding trande unlons, but thero
was very little bullding belng done.
Twelve months ago the council had
‘memoralized the Domlnlon govorn-
ment to appolint o Noyal commission

to investipate the causes of aneme-
ployment and to suggest o remedy.
Llke many other matters connccted
with the working classes, it had,
feund Its way into the waste paper
basket and nothing had becn done.

Enemies of Empire.

'That the demonstration of yes-
terdday morntng was a part of an
organized attempt made by the en-
emiecy af the Dritish cmplre to harass
the governing bodles of the country,
from the Donilnlon government right
down to the government of rnunlci-
palities, wns the statenment miade by
Ald. Lineham. Among the crowd
present yesterday, he knew, he sald,
personnliv of two agltators and ho
belleved It was such men who wore
responylble for the demonstration,
more than any actual want, e sald
that no member of the counzil was
in more sympathy vith the poor nnd
the people out of work than he was
himself but he theuzht that the pos-
ylbillty of this being the work of
cpemies should aiso he taken Into
account,
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
