A short time ago
a loyal citizen of wWinnipeg Inform-
ed the nuthorities that o certain Aus-
trian, wearing tho uniforin of a large
corporation, wns going from ono cme-
ployment office to another when he
wits off duty. At these places he na-
turally found groups of his compat-
riots outside, nnd hoe was observod to
address,them in their own language.
The Englishman shadowed the mabp
trom one office to another, and was
convinced by the man’s excited man-
ner that he swwas sceking to mnke
tronble. This information he comru-
nicated to the registrar of alicn enoc-
mies.

The man interned is an Austrian,
32 years of nge, with his wife but no
chlidren in Canada., Ho spenks falr
English, and is known under an alias,
this In {tself being highly signiflcant.

It shouid further be pointed out
that any one with the privileges and
rights of a British subject who secks




to cause dissatisfaction among thd
aliens of enemy nationality, I8 red«
dering himseclf to a moch more gerle
ous charge than the Austrian intern<
ed thls morning, and may f{ind him<
self in a place with far less attraod
tions than the i{nternment camp at
Brandon. The charge in this casa
would be treason.

Up to noon yesterday 12,887 allens of
enemy nationality have been regls-
tored nt Colony street, and the num-
ber of applications for passports or
travelllng permits continuecs td beo
very heavy.

Ten aliens regarded as undesirables
weres sent under o strong escort to
Brandon yesterday.
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
