Since the sinklng of tho Lusitanin
Polico Headquarters have been be-
steped by persons who claimed that'
puroled allen enemles were express-
ing their sympathies in strong pro-
German ways. Much work has been
thrust upon' the police by these com-
plaints, many of which have proved
to bo groundless and not substantial.
Some of them, however, havo result-
ed in internmenty, In discuasing the
situation, a polico officer pointed out
that slnce the disaster citlzens. had
not hesitated In thelr efforts to an-
tagonlze Germans and Austrians who
have oftentimes been goaded into
making sedltious and incendinry re-
mnarks, which-have resulted in a visit
to the Registrar of Allen Enemlies and
internments.
