known as “The Royal Ontarios.,” Hon,
Dr. Pyne added that the proposal, as
outlined, had not been formally dealt
with by the Cabinet at all, and the
publication of it was news to hinm,

‘The Glohe was further informed, as
stated yesterday, that authoritatively
the matter had merely been *“‘dis-
cussed In a private and most in-
tormal way, nothing deflnite having
becn determined upon.” Hefore any
action could he taken or any formal
‘announcement made It would, of
course, be necessary to consult and
secure the co-operation .of the Do-
minion Department of Militia and the
‘British War Office.

Tt is understood, however, that as
soon as Premier Hearst is able to re-
sumpg his public dutles the project,
ialong with others, is to have the
earnest and patriotic attention of the
‘Government.
