Acting on some private information
which he had received, Mavor Martin
gave instructions to Chief Campeau
yesterday to prevent . 1y - hostile

demonstration today, if such were at-
tempfed, against German res:dents of
Montreal,

“1 don’t know whether this is true
or not,” said Mayor Martin, “but we
must protect these people, and if there
are any English people in Montrea!
who want (o fight the Germans, 1
think they should enlist and g0 on the
other side of the ocean”

His Worship declined to give the
gource of the rumor, and when asked
if he believed it to bhe true. he re-
piied, “You never know what may
happen. 1 don’t think it is right to
have any trouble in Montreal, and |
have told Chief Campeau to take the
necessary precauntions”™

While the number of Germans in
Montreal is less than may be found
in moet American cities of the same
size, Mayor Martin contends that go
long as they remain peaceful they
should not be molested, and in that
view, he thought, he would have the



support of all clasees of the city's
pepulation.

Today being a pateiotic holiday,
Mayor Martin addad, the City Hall
would be closad, but the police would
he on the alert to prevent any distur-

bance of the peace,
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
