DEFENCE OF SOME ALIENS

Supt. Rogers Speaks of Situation on
Eve of Mysterious Trip to Northern
Ontarlo — Declines 0 Discuss
Alarmist Roport.

“Thero is no such man as a Gere
man-Canadian, at least there should
bo nono such at the present time. He
is ocither a Canadfan or a German—
elther 'a citizon or anenemy, Mo can-
not he both just now,” declared Super-
intendont J. H. Rogers of tho Pro-
vincial Police, when Intervicwed by
The Globe last night shortly betore his
departure_for northern Ontarlo on
matters he declined to discuss for
publication,

The Ontario Provinclal Pollce are
acting at the request of the Chief
Commissionor, Colonel  Sherwood,
head of the Dominion Police at Ot~
tuwa, In Investigatihg and dcaling
with certaln acts of alleged allen
onemies in this Province and particu-
larly: In the unorganized dlstricts,
Protest of “German-Canadfans,”

According to Information whlich
had roached The Globe certain resi-
dents’ of Teutonic origin in two dls-
tricts of northern Ontario had been

under surveillance by renson of acts
alleged to have been suspiclous, and
had entered protest on the ground
that they were naturallized and were
“German-Canudlans.’

Suporintendent Rogers declined In
any way to discuss or comment upon
tho report, but stated that the ‘*de-
fence' of many ulleged alieng with
which the Provincial oflicers had been
called upon to deal was that they
were ""German-Canadlans.”

With Us—Or Against Us.

‘“Weo know no German-Canadians,”
reltorated the officlal, “and we do not
propose to recognize any such impos-
sibly hyphenated Individual at this
time Ho is elther one thing or the
other. He must be either a Canadian
out-and-out, or not at all, He must
be with us or against us in the strug-
gle for itberty and civilizution,

“Yes," snold the Superintendent in
response to further questions, “wo
have met with many cases of self-
styled ‘German-Canadians’ but we
cannot and do not let it go ut that.
Weo know only one kind of Canadian
—the Canadian, whatever his ances-
try or birth, who is a Canadlan.
That is sufficient for us, and it is the
only kind of thing that Is suflicient.”

Superintendent Rogers adhered to
his determination not to diacuss the
purposs of the official trip that took
 him north last night, ‘but it is under-
stéod that it has to do with certuln
serious reports which 'have reached
the military authorities.
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
