There are
at least one hundred men in the 99th
who would make excellent guards
and as their number increases the
men whom they replace will be sent
to Sewell.

A notice was issued Friday calling
for all men in the 99th who ecannot
undertake guard duty to send in their
uniform at once. The 9%9th will start
in today to handle their new duties
and their officers will be Capt. Har-
rington, Lieuts. Rigg and Skelton,
Capt. Coleman and Lieut, Crossth-
waite of the 45th will still remain
here under (ol Clark to govern the
internment. camp.
