The discrepancies, Mr., Forman ex-
plains, arce due mainly to the con-
servative assessment of the property,
while cases of transfers,in neighbor-
ing property have DbLeen made  at
prices which justify those puid by the
city. ' ‘

of sclecting n new nominec for Fire
Commisgioner in a state of nervous
exhaustion yesterday moraning. Con-
troller Thompson was of the opinion
that even Lord Kitchener could not
be appointed as Fire Commissioner
in Toronto .under cxisting conditions.

The Controllers will get n report
from the City Treasurer as to  the
unumber of nurses who went to the
front from Toronto and York town-
shin., The Mayor felt very strongly
that all the nurses who Jeft the elty
for the front’should be Insured.
