BOLD ATTEMPT TO ESGAPE.

One German Shot Dead and Four Others
Seriously Wounded in the Detention
Camp at Ambherst.

AMHERST. N. 8, June 24—Considerable excitement was caused on
the streets of Amherst today by the report that a concentraled sffort had
been made by a squad of German prisoners confined io the detention
camp here to escape and as a consequence one of them bad been shot.
Recognizing the need of accuracy in matters of this nature The Morsing
Chronlcle correspondent got in touch with those competeat to give a true
version of the affair. This 13 substance is as follows:

“Whilg the prisopers of war (a the detention camp here were being
conducted to the compound for physical exercise one of them, Fritz
Ciagse by name, assauited one of the internment Camp Police, knocking
him insensible. The gugrd was called to quell the mutiny, and fn the
melee which followed the originator of the trouble was abot dead, and
four of tte other prisoners more or less seriously wounded.”™

It is understood that those involved were a German body of men, and
it is a source of great satisfaction to the citizens of Ambherst that the of-
ficers and guard o charge of these men are ready for such an emergency
