Taylor atated this was quite true, but
he understood that Superintendent
Duncan of the steel plant had had o
peraonal interview with any of the
men individually .who had a case to
prexend.

The branches of the hig Industry
affocted by the walkout are the open
hearth furnaces, the booming mill
and the bricklayers, General opinion
around the city ig that the men took
an {ll-advised step, us nt the pres.
ent time they would have difffculty
in findlng employment. Other de-
partments of the Industry are report-
ed to be on the verge of a strike,
which may result in the complete
closing of the works.
