A telegrain
from the blshop was also read as fol-
lows.

“1 wish best success Lo your con-
ventlon. Come out strong in your
loyalty to Canada, Lo Yyour profes-
slon and to our poor people’s wants

and ldeals.” .
Thero was no discnssion on the

bishop's letter.

The convention rcsolved that any
tencher who tries to lower the wages
of unother tcacher should have judg-
ment passcd upon him by the associn-
tion. .\ proposal to establish o pen-
sion fund for teachera was dropped
as it was not considered practleable.
Regarding the matter of debtyg to the
department of education, It was de-
cided to fet the matter gtand as It 1s:
that i=s to let the depaitment deduct
$76 per annum, as at present.

1t was declded to send, by a vote
of 25 to 10, a delegute to the Conser-
vatlve convention, and W. Smook was
choscen as represantative. He was
sent for the purpose of watching the
dtscussion on bllingnal schocls. W.
ropovich said that the Ruthenlan
teachers need not pay much attention
to the declsions of the Conservative
party and C. Propan supported thls
view. They could find out from tho
newspapers what the decislon was, he
sald. l{owever. othnr teachers
thought otherwise, and It was decided

to send a delegate.

Prodan, Sifton, moved a resoln-
lion, which was not sceonded, to the
effect that the convention endorse the
prineiple of efYicient teachlng of the
“nglish himguage in the elementaty
Rutheniiun Dbllingual schools of the
provinee.

M. Mihaychulk spohe at leutin oh
the teachlng of the Ukrainlan langu-
uge in the University of Aanitoba,
He statedd that ahmost every other:
language was taught there except
Ukrainlun, and deplored this faet,
He roepresented that n committee
''oin the caonvention should demand
that a chalr for the teaching of that
Ianguaze be included at the univer-
sity.,
