Lieut.-Col. Cowan has heen askea to
send five more Army Service mén to
Kapuskasing Camp, Northern Ontario,
where 1,400 Austrians and Turks are
now irterned. There are only some
ten A. S. C. men at the camp now,
but the interned, of course, can do a
lot of the laboring work. . The camp,
however, has become a regular town
and the Army Service Corps have to
run a hardware store to ‘supply the
needs of those engaged clearing the
land and working on the rajlroad, tor
numbers of the prisorers are now
working on the ‘Transcontinental
right-of-way, a class of labor they
are used to. There are two railroad
camps outslde of Kapuskasing. The
prisoners are pald about 25 cents a
day, and give little trouble to their
guards. )
