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3ruce Bielaski Has Long, Con-
-ference With Secretary of
State Lansing

! Washingion, Aug. I6.—4&, Brucy
Bielaski, chief of the division of in-
vestigation of the Dcpartment of
Justice, who has charge of the Fed-
ral’ investigation into the charges
that Germany is condueting an 1.
egal. propaganda in the TUni«q
Btates, including efforts to stir up
abor. trouble .and interfere with U.8.
munitions exports, was summoned to
the State’ Department to-day by Sec-
retary of State Lansing. A long con-
ference ensued,.at which the reports
of Mr. Biclaski'a ngents were taken
up. + - . .

Secretary Lansing would not dis-
cuss the conference, cxcept to. say.
that the State Deparment itself iIs not
making an investigation. Attorney-
General Gregory, however, sald that
the Department of Justice is prepar-
ed ' to prosecute any violation of the’
neutrality laws or other Federal
statutes, :

The department will act in any

case where a vtolation of neutrality
laws is brought to its attention, or
where its Investigation discloses such
violations of law,” was his com-
ment. . .

““Has the Department of Justice
taken' any officlal notice of the pub-
lished charges?” he was asked.

‘No,"” replled the Attorney-Gen-
eral. “The investigators of this de-
partment will go over these charges
as they would any ' other matter
brdught to our attention, but up to
this tlme no action has been taken.

No Warrant for Action,

Officlals of the department made
no secret of the fact that much ot
the matter that has been publishedi
already has been brought to their offi-,
glal notice and was in the files of the
department. In it the depuartment
appears to be told there is nothing so
far that would warrant action hy the
Government,

The only question that seems to
concern the State Department is whe-
ther Ambassador Bernstorff has. been
personally active in these domestic
matters. Herein, so far as the de-
velopments - have progressed; would
appear to be the only excuse for ac-
tion by .the State Department. There
are precedents for asking for the re-
call of an Ambassador or Minister
whose actlvities have been displeas-
ing.

The Passport Frauds,

Unofilcial stories declare that the
Government has come into possession
of a bag of documents, among which
have been found proof of German
official actlvity agalnst the peace of
the United States, Including passport
frauds of the widest ramifications.
and designed to assist German re-
servists to reach their home land, 1t
1s also asserted. that a list of names
of, German rescrvist officers in this
country who were to be returned to
Europs on forged passports is in the
hands of the United States Govern-
ment; that it was prepared by Capt.
Horn, who made and slgned a con-
fession to the Government that what
he -did- he was ordered to do by his
superior officer connected with the
German Government. Horn was im-
prisoned for trylng to destroy a rail-
way bLridge between Maine and New
Brunswick. .
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
