1t is not a Hudson Bay
trading post now, nor s its chief ag-
tivity the sale of corper lots to
straogers, Its form of municipal
government {5 unusual, belng organ-
Ized on the principie of lha absolute
monarchy, with & rulin 83 und
compulsory labor and i mct goes
with it

football game was In  progress
when the Natlonal drew up. A crowd
of Austrians amd a scattering of red-
fez-ed Turks were the spectators. In-
terest in the game was replaced by
the pbenomenon of a tran formed
solely cf passenger and express
coaches. ~ But nono of them offered
to approach the tracks, and the pas
sengers who alighted romained close
touthe trai. One of the train party
forgot about war rerulations ond
climbed & pile of brick to s
encampment.  Defore b
camera focussed a scrgeant and sev-
eral privates In various stages of
shocked excitement closed in on him
aud prevented him from unwittingly
committing what is now a serious of-
tence.

The camp consists of & row of
tar-papered one-storcy shacks, set In
the middle of a large clear! Here
approximately . thousand Austrians
and Turks are gatbered. There are
only about a hundred and fifty of
the latter, but they cause moro

. ut  to-
gother. Their pot foible 13 to refuse
to work. When that bappens they
are made to work. This system of
compulsion, we were told, is a deep,
dark secret in which not even the offi-
cers of the camp sharel Suffice it to
say that invariubly the Turks do
work, sooner or later.

At one time or another a few of
the prisoners have cscaped from the
camp, but nono of them enjoyed
more than a few hours of freedom.
Without exception they have been
rounded up and  rcturned to camp
Kapuskasing.

Their labor consists of clearing
the land. One of the soldiers on
duty at the right-of-way outskirts of
the camp Informed us that nearly
two hundred acres had already been
cleare, I# the war lasts long
enough, Maepherson station  will
find ftself the centre of a farming
district, potentially one of the rich-
est in Ontario.

After bours the prisoners are
givon a wide range of freedom to
enjoy themselves. They play foot-
ball, or watch the soldiers play; fm-
provise sports of their own, or &0 &
boating on the river In large punts
which ha.s b%n provided for thelr
amusement,

‘Thelr diot Includes a form of sau-
sages  popular among Austrians,
sometimes beef, bread, Jam and tho
like. Their rations ai §ood as
those served .the soldicrs, helllhfﬂl
and sathsfylng. They are living an
out-of-door life and are galning in
knowledge of tho wild. When the
war Is over they will be given first
chanco to claim for settlement the
land they bave cleared. Altogether
re worso things than being an
dllen enemy in a Canadian military
internment camp.
