Mr. Burke ha® sent out 7,000 men
from Winnipeg to the farmers ol
the province and his agent at Sewell
has found jobs for 1,000 soldiers.
More than 8.000 aliens have received
passports that they may work on
farms during the next few weeks,

These soldiers have each been
given a month's holiday and when
they return to camp will be given
full military pay for the time they
were away, providing they can pro-
duce a certificate from the farmers
they worked for.
