Berlin. Aug. 23. via London.—As
the result of increasingly serious re-

at Amherst, Nova Scolia, according
to which men housed in an vaventil-
ated and unsanitary factory bullding
had been punished - for attempted
escape and less serious infractions
of the rules. by gonfinement in a
brick oven. the German authorities
are now contemplating retaliatory
measures against - Canadians, both
koldiers and civillans. imprisoned
here.

United
States Embassy investigators have
pronouiiced camps where Canadians
are imprisoned as good, An Asso-
ciated Press correspondent recen:ly
visited Gottingen, where the groatest
number of Canadian soldiers are
confir +d, and found conditions ap-
parer |y satisfactory.
