Ottawa, Ont, Aug. 2&—The Cab-
inet Council at a meeting to be held
this afternoon will consider the story
emanating from German sources
that German prisoners interned at
Amherst, N.S., nave uot been well
treated. 1t is likely that steps will
be taken to have a formal inspection
of the camp made by an American
consul. It is confidently asserted
that when such an inspection is made
by a neutral official it will be found
that the German prisoners at Am-
herst have been exceptionally well
treated both by the Canadian author-
ities and the residents of Ambherst,
who have taken a kindly interest in
their welfare. The statement is
made that the people of Amherst
have even gone so far as to sub-
scribe money for the purchase of
musical instruments for some of the
prisoners. With these they relieve
to some extent the tedium of their
enforced confinement. Mr. Rhodes,
member for Cumberland, N.S. and
a resident of Amherst, who was in
ihe capital recently, stated that the
prisoners at Amherst are a rather
superior class, and that they have
been treated with kindness and con-
sideration by the people of Am-
herst.
