The United States Governwent
will be driven to do something in
nrder to assert its power and end
the conspiracies against it in Wash
ington. For the embassics that are
allowed to hatch out their villantes,
politically, are plottiug its shame and
should be suppressed.

The revelations of the New York
World, and juvolviug the German
diplomatic crops, were enough to
forée their retirement. The auth-
entleity of the dccuments cannot bo
denied and they showed a contempt
for American rights and courtesics
which the Wilson Government should
not have ignored. Count Von Bern-
storll, who was so badly mixed up
in the moss, feared and trembled for
many days and then purred his way
into the public faver by sssuring
the American Government that his
Government was wililng to do almost
anything i the way of making
peace. The gduplicity of this man
passes understanding, and the toler-
ance of him by the American Gov-
ernment is a surprise to everyone.

Von  Bernstorf’s  performance,
nowever, hias been surpassed by Dr.
Dumba’s. The Austrian Ambassador
confesses to the correctuess of the
papers that wero takea from the
journalist, Archibald, in London, and
concerning the American plot In
which he is concerned. He had the
audacity to describe how the Ameri-
can industrics could be paraiyzed
by strikes among _the Austro-Hun:
garians, many of whom find e
ment in American industrial
tres. Dumba justifies the proposi-
tion by saying that it is a crime
agalnst his country thpt these men
ghould be encouraged in the manu-
tacture of munltions of war, and it
is his duty to keep them out of
trouble. He suggested that , they
could be called out from thelr vari-
ous works and Kept out until thoy
found employment elsewhere.

The effect will be—or should be—
the sudden and summary ending of
Dumba’s officlal service in America,
He cannot bo driven out of the
country too soon. He should, Indeed,
be in some way humbled in his exit.
He should be drummed out amid the
anathamas of the populace. As for the
men on whom he presumed to oper-
ate, they must repudiate him and his
dectrines, or suffer at the hands of
the employers of labor. The Bethle-
hem Iron Company, for Instance,
cannot afford to have its usefulness
imperilled by the presence of any
considerable number of men who
mean it mischief, or can be sus-
pected of evil towards it.
