Ollgwa, Sept. 20.—A speclal -report
on- the foreign-born ‘populatlon of
Canadn, as shown by the.census sta-
tistics of ‘June, 1911, Issued to-day by
the Census Department, gives some in-
teresting partlculars as to the distri-
butlon, voting strongth and origin of:
Immigrants to Canada trom non-Brit-
lsl\ countries,. Out of tho total for-
elgn-born_ population .of 762,732 the
percentage of, males ‘was 62.6 and of
females 37.4. Of the total foreign-
born 62.2 per cent. resided in the
Western Provinces. The United States
contrlbuted "40.34 per cent., or 303,-
680 of Its citizens, to the Canadian im-
migration ' tide. - Of Europ.:n coun-
trles  Austrla-Hungary comes first
with a total of 121,430 immigrants,
Russla second with 89,984, Norway
.and Sweden third. with. 89,984, and
Germany fourth with 39,677,
Nearly Half Are Nataralized,
A_‘,Ot'lh'e total foreign-burn popula-
‘tlon 344,667, or 45.77 per cent., hud
become naturalized Canadians prior to
the taking of the census of 1811, leav-
Ing 408,175, or 54.23 per cent., still
alien citizens, Of the latter a consid-
erable proportion have, of course,
been naturallzed since. .

The figures show that more than 75
per cent. of all the forelgn-horn maules
In the Dominion were of voting age
at the date the census was taken,
_For all of Canada the nuturalized
forelgn-born (quulitied to vote) totul-
led only 6.62 per cent. of the total
voting male population. In Ontario
it was 2.90 per cent, in Quebee 2.686,
in New Brunswick 1.35, in Nova Scotin
1.13 per cent. of the male populution
twenty-one yeurs and over. In the
western Provinces the percentige wus
much higher, belng 24.92 per cent.
in Alberta, 23.01 per cent. In Sus-
katchekan, 17.20 per cent. in Muni-
toba and 9.48 per cert. in British
Columbia. In Quebee and the Mart-
time Provinces more than 90 per cent,
of the males who by age and citizen-
ship were qualltied to vote were ni
tive-born. In Ontario the proportion
was only 75 per cent., in Alberta 40.24
per cent., In Maniteba 46.18 per
cent.,, and In Saskatchewan 46.17 per
ceont. The British-born constituted
nearly 52 per cent. of the muales
twenty-one years and over in British
Columbia, 34.84 per cent. in Alberta
and 30.82 per ceat, in Savkatchewan.

Nearly 'I'wo Million Voters,

There wero 1,982,612 males twenty.
one years und over entltled to vote
in 1911 in the Dominlon. Of these
1,442,618 were Canadian-born, 408,-
605 British-born, and 131,289 foreign-
born.

The figures show that 94,324, or
71.86 per cent, of the foreign-born
naturalized were in the western Prov-
Inces, 21,022, or 16.01 per cent., in
Ontarlo; 13,042, or 9.93 per cent., in
Quebee, and 2,874, or 2.19 per cent,
in the Maritime Provinces, .

Of the 346,623 foreign-horn males
21 years and over In the Dominlon
131,289 were naturalized and 215,234
allen, Of these there were 23,846 Aus-
ftrians  naturallzed, and therefore
qualified {o vote. und 33,994 not na-
turalized. There were 12,001 Ger-
mans naturalized and yualified to vote,
und 8,030 not naturalized. There were
1,074 Turks naturalized and qualitied
Jto vote and 1,813 not naturalized,
Twenty-two thousand of the Austrian
voters were in the four western Pro-
vinces, and 6,211 of the German vot-
ers, Strangely enough, Germany
holds second runk in the Dominton,
with Denmark first, for the proportion
1of her male immigrants naturalized.
1 Austrin holds fifth rank.

Montreal has a total foreign-horn
| population of 43,158, or 9.2 per cent,;
Toronto, 33,131, or 8.8 per cent,; Win-
nipeg, 32,959, or '24.2 pep cent.; Van-
couver, 27,713, ar 27.6 per cent.; Ham-
llton 7,693, or 9.4 per cent.; Calgary,
9,030, or 20.6 per cent; Iegina,
6,830, or 22,6 per cent.; Kdmonton,
5,688, or 22,6 per cent.; Brantford
2,020, or 8.7 per cent.; Fort Willlam,
4,746, or 28.7 per cent.

The foreign-born males of voting
age in Montreal totalled 18,483, of
whom 7,726 were naturalized; To
ronto 13,739, of whom 31,766 were na-
turnlized; Winnipeg, 13,428, of whon
5,349 wero naturalized,

In Montreal 46,72 per cent. of the
forelgn-born Germuns of voting age
are naturalized, as compared  with
29,96 per cent. in Toronto, 7T3.71 pm
cent, in Hamlilton, and 76,85 per cent,
in Berlin, The total number of Ger-
